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January
20th: San Sebastian, patron of the city. Dif•
ferent commemorative acts of this holiday 
are found in and around the city.
 

February
3rd: San Blas Procession. The locals go 
walking to the Monastery of Charity site 4 
km from the city to collect a ribbon blessed 
by the saint, which they wear around their 
necks until Ash Wednesday.

12th to 16th: Carnival of the bull. The big fes•
tival of the town declared to be of great tour•
ist interest. During these days the streets 
of the city are filled with people who come 
to enjoy the running of the bulls and ama•
teur bullfights that take place these days. 
As a prelude to the five-day carnival, there 
is a very interesting pre-cultural carnival, full 
of speeches and proclamations that an•
nounce the coveted Carnival.

21st: Sunday of “Piñata”, the day which all 
the locals finish the carnival sharing bull 
meat and “aguardiente” (clear brandy dis•
tilled from fermented fruit juice).

March
20th: “Botigueros” Fair, in one of the central 
squares of the city visitors can enjoy a pig 
slaughter as done in the old style (approxi•
mate date).

April
1st and 2nd: Thursday and Good Friday. The 
local Easter is like all Castilian - sober but 
full of feeling. From Sunday, March 28th  
April 4th, you can enjoy the different pro•
cessions.

3rd:  “La Charrada”, on Holy Saturday is cel•
ebrated a festival of regional tourist attrac•
tions, starring the folklore of the land with 
their regional dances.

12th:  Monday of Water. A day for the family 
to enjoy a typical “hornazo”. (meat pie).

25th:  Opening of the exhibition “City against 
Napoleon Bicentennial of the Siege of Ciu•
dad Rodrigo in 1810.”
April 25th  is the commemoration day of the 
Bicentennial Napoleonic city´s siege. There 
will be a parallel program with a multitude 
of activities that will last through December.

May
15th and 16th: Livestock Show. These lo•
cal livestock shows happen several times 
during the year. During this weekend of 
May the most important and celebrated 
livestock exposition of the year happens 
where farmers can make their deals among 
other activities. (Approximate Date).

June
25h, 26th and 27th: During these three days 
the city welcomes many pilgrims on foot 
and horseback as they come to revere the 
image of the “Virgen de la Peña de Fran•
cia”. With a mixture of enthusiasm and hap•
piness they walk.

July
This month welcomes leisure and cultural 
activities. This program will be announced 
in mid-June.

August
10th: The second Tuesday of the month 
is celebrated as Great Tuesday. This day 
commemorates and exhalts the city´s local 
vendors. The downtown is crowded with 
people enjoying the products the vendors 
have on sale in the streets. In addition, dur•
ing the afternoon and well into the evening, 
music plays while the caterers offer food 
and drink in the street kiosks.

25th – 28th: Theatre fair of “Castilla y 
Leon”. Ciudad Rodrigo becomes a big 
stage where all kinds of acts are repre•
sented. There is a special place for chil•

dren to begin to their love for the thea•
tre, named “Divierteatro” (enjoy theatre). 
This month is complete with the cultural fun 
program that begins in July.

September
8th:  Festival of the “Virgen de la Peña de 
Francia”.

17th, 18th and 19th: Horse Fair. During 
these three days you can enjoy various 
activities related to the horse. A large tent 
is put up with bars and music is played to 
create a great atmosphere.

27th, 28th and 29th: Concentration Moto-
touristic. This is a meeting for people who 
are passionate about motorcycles. Anybody 
who wants to enjoy with their motorcycle in a 
privileged environment as in Ciudad Rodrigo 
should not miss this opportunity.

October
3rd (First Sunday): Feast of the ”Virgen del 
Rosario”.

November
6th – 7th (First Weekend): Days of Tradi•
tional Culture.

30th:  San Andrés Festival. Another livestock 
exposition becomes the main event in the 
city.

December
Holiday season surrounds the city with 
decorations and living nativity scenes. 
Throughout the year, the Arts Center and 
the Palace of the Eagles along with other 
places, hosts various exhibitions of all 
kinds.
There are a multitude of special cultural 
events planned with the addition in 2010 
of the bicentennial celebration of the Napo•
leonic siege.
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
